ñTIME FLIESò 
 

“See then that you walk circumspectly, not as fools, but as wise, redeeming 
the time, because the days are evil” (Ephesians 5:15-16). 

 We live in a world where everything is “rush, rush.”  It seems that we never have enough 
time to do the things we need to do or intend to do.  We look for time saving devices and short cuts 
so that we will have more time to do what we feel is more important or necessary.  Microwave 
ovens are a mainstay in just about every home.  It seems that most families are more interested in 
a quick meal created in the microwave rather than a nutritious meal prepared by a loving mother.  
Many families seldom take the time to sit around the table and enjoy a meal together. 
 Time is valuable and everyone has the same amount of time allotted to them:  24 hours 
in a day, 60 minutes in an hour.  To some, time is more important than to others.  If we choose to 
waste time, we are simply depriving ourselves of something we can never recall.  Personal selfish-
ness is the primary cause of people wasting time.  Perhaps they fall into the age-old philosophy of 
procrastination.  Do we really think we will have more time. . .tomorrow? 
 The Apostle Paul says, “Redeeming the time, because the days are evil.”  Simply put, this 
means to value your time and use it wisely.  Time, in itself, is never a fix-all for the problems we 

encounter in this life; it is what we do with time that matters.  When we begin to make excuses for 
not having enough time, we can be sure that we’ve been unwise in the way we used our time at 
some point.  The Christian needs to take to heart the exhortation concerning redeeming the time.  
Too often, we as believers become so negligent in the use of our God-given time.  We are told in 
Hebrews 10:25, “Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; but 
exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching.”  The message is sim-
ple enough:  Love the brethren enough to take some time to encourage them to be faithful in their 
Christian walk. 
 Time does fly.  The older we become, the swifter it passes.  You start thinking of time and 
valuing it more and more as the shadows of life grow.  You come to realize that time is very lim-
ited therefore it must be spent wisely.  Solomon said, “To every thing there is a season, and a time 
to every purpose under the heaven” (Ecclesiastes 3:1).  To the Christian, we must realize the time 
allotted to us must be used wisely, as we serve and live for the Lord.  We need to be careful that we 
don’t abuse our time on personal selfish desires.  Yes, we must redeem the time, because the days 
are evil.  To the unsaved, recognize the brevity of time; it is short.  When God gives you the oppor-
tunity and extends an invitation for your soul’s salvation, please know that your time is His to 
control.  Do not make the mistake so many have made before you and say as did Felix, when he 
was confronted by the Apostle Paul and convicted by the Word of God, “. . .Go thy way for this 
time; when I have a  convenient season, I will call for thee” (Acts 24:25).  There is no Biblical re-
cord that Felix ever found that “convenient season.”  His time flew, and as we all know—Time 
flies.  Take the time to do what you should.
