The Pastorõs Pen 

ñTHE TEST OF OBEDIENCEò 
 

“And Samuel said, Hath the LORD as great delight in burnt-offerings and sacri-
fices, as in obeying the voice of the LORD?  Behold, to obey is better than sacrifice, 

and to hearken than the fat of rams” (1 Samuel 15:22). 
 Obedience always brings favor, whether it is obedience to God or to man.  The word 
“obedience” means:  “To comply with the commands, orders or instructions of a superior, or with the 
requirements of the law (moral, political, or municipal); to do that which is commanded or required, or 
to forbear doing that which is prohibited.”  This word is used in some of the most practical settings in 
the pages of God’s Word.  Examples: “Children, obey your parents in the Lord, for this 
right” (Ephesians 6:1); “Servants, obey in all things your masters according to the flesh; not with 
eyeservice, as menpleasers; but in singleness of heart, fearing God” (Colossians 3:22).  There is an old 
saying that says, “He who has learned to obey will know how to command.” 
 There are a number of things I want to point out concerning obedience, but before I do, you 
must understand that obedience is not an option, but rather an obligation.  The Greek word for obedi-
ence implies “submission,” therefore we see:  
1. The Desire of Complete Obedience (Acts 26:14-20) -  Paul’s life had been dramati-

cally changed due to his conversion to the Savior and his commission to be the Savior’s witness.  
The message he was now called to proclaim was the same one that aforetime he had despised terri-
bly.  He recognized the life-changing affect of the Lord Jesus’ presence in his life, and he was sure 
that many others could have their lives changed as well.  He was unashamed to proclaim the Gos-
pel of salvation to all who would hear.  Paul’s desire was to be in complete obedience to his Savior, 
which is why he stated in Acts 26:19, “Whereupon, O King Agrippa, I was not disobedient unto the 
heavenly vision.” 

2. The Danger of Incomplete Obedience (I Samuel 16:1-20) - King Saul was  given  a 
direct command from God’s Prophet, Samuel, who spoke as God’s direct spokesman.   Saul was to 
destroy Amalek and everything that pertained to them.  So as to enhance his position before the 
people of Israel, Saul decided to spare King Agag and returned with him and much of the spoil 
from the Amalekites.  This incomplete obedience cost Saul his throne, and more so, God’s favor .  

3. The Delight of Total Obedience (Genesis 22:1-18) - Abraham and Isaac had a very 
special father-son relationship.  But God put Abraham to the severest test of obedience imagin-
able.  God told Abraham that through Isaac would the blessings come.  Then he told him to sacri-
fice his son upon an altar to prove his faith in God.  Abraham knew that if Isaac would indeed die 
on the altar, that God was obligated to raise him up again so that His promised Seed would con-
tinue through Isaac.  That’s the reason Abraham said to the young men who accompanied them, “I 
and the lad will go yonder and worship, and come again to you” (Genesis 22:5).  Abraham never 
said, “But God,” nor did he think, “What if?”  No, he delighted in being obedient.  The blessings 
abounded in the family of Abraham, and continue today.
